Minutes
Call to Order.
 
 - Bill Curtis called the meeting to order at 6:10 PM.

Introduction of New County Board Member


 - Bill introduced Andy Gitter and thanked him for coming.
Review and Approve Meeting Minutes

 - Mary read the minutes, Al Handrich made a motion to accept the minutes as read, Bill Curtis 2nd, all approved.
Review and Approve Treasurer’s Report

 - Bill read the report.  Mark Voight asked a question about the WE Energies bill and if it was low due to a proration or were the aerators shut off?  Bill answered that the aerator had been down part of the winter.  Mary Curtis made a motion to accept the report as read, Al Handrich 2nd, all approved.
Old Business
1. Tree Plantings
 – Bill discussed that 1000 trees were ordered with some of them being planning to be planted on Mark Voight’s land, 100 on lakeside of dune, and then the rest of then to be planted on the Gettlinger farm.  We are looking to do the plantings sometime in April.  The tubing and stakes for the trees will cast approximately $2500 - $3000 but the survival rate and growth are worth it.  We will try for reimbursement from the grant.  Mark Voight asked if we are interested in using Rawhide for the volunteer workers for the plantings.  Bill answered that that would be a good idea.

2. Spring Chemical Treatment
 - Bill told the attendees that we are trying hard to treat all the acres we can for curly leaf pond weed.  We are hoping for approval by May 1st and be able to treat the middle of May.  The permit that was applied for was for a minimum of 50 acres.
3. Tree Drops/Spawning Habitats

 - Bill spoke of the tree drops and habitats and wanted to thank Pat Cousineau and Mark Voight for all his help with the project.  Approximately 100 trees were dropped into the lake.  Most were cottonwood and ash which are good for habitat for many of the animals.  The village also allowed us to take the willow tree from Alonzo Park.  
Mark Voight discussed the habitats that were built and thanked all who helped.  He also wanted to comment that all the photos that were taken were given lots of praise.  He feels the kids learned a lot and had fun through the process.  Nine habitats were built and places throughout the lake.

4.  Junior Board Members Updates
 – No new updates at this time.

5. Shadows on the Wolf/Boat Landing
 – The permit for the landing has been approved.  We have also applied for a concrete seawall and were told it would need to be either riprap or natural.  We then proceeded to apply for a riprap permit.  Later we plan to apply for a recreational boating permit which will also help with costs.
New Business
1. 2010 Fish Stocking

 – Bill stated that we would most likely not be stocking any more fish this year unless we did a few bluegills.

2. Potential Lake Leaders Attendee

 – Bill stated that Mary was nominated to attend the Lake Leaders training.  He asked for approval to pay the fees of approximately $300-$350 plus travel expenses.  Al made a motion to approve the payment, Bill 2nd, all approved.
3. Wind Generated Aeration--Mark Voight 
 – Vinson discussed with the attendees the information he had found about wind generated aeration.  He said there would be some servicing but that he would recommend the diaphragm type pump with a 4 legged tower with rolled edges on the frame.  It was available in 20, 30 or 40 foot mills.  It would cast approximately $1300.  Bill stated that he had also looked and was questioning how many it would supply and thought we would want to supply at least 4 of the pump to start with.

- Mary reviewed the osprey nest pictures with all the attendees.  Mark Voight stated that he had seen that the north shoreline was loaded with minnows.
