Minutes
A. Call to Order.


The meeting was called to order by Bill Curtis at 5:37 PM.
B.  Review and Approve Meeting Minutes

The minutes were reviewed and it was found that a clarification was needed regarding the various blue gills that were placed in the lake.  Those blue gills were not from a farm but from Kelly’s pond.  Bill Curtis made a motion to approve the minutes with the clarification, John Abitz 2nd, all approved.
C. Review and Approve Treasurer’s Report


The report was reviewed and it was discussed to look into possible other storage alternatives.  Mary Curtis made a motion to approve the report, Bill Curtis 2nd, all approved.
D. 2010 Lake District Adaptive Plan Changes

John Abitz spoke about the fish planting and stated that it was on hold some waiting for the hatchery but that by next week we should be placing 1000 crappies and that we will not be getting the full amount of perch we had thought.  We will get only 7000 due to complications at the hatchery.  The fish situation will be reviewed next spring to see what if anything further we will be doing.  Bill Curtis discussed the plant surveys that were done by the Hortonville high schoolers and that we are still waiting for the results.  Mark Voight discussed the lake clean up that was done.  We had approximately 8 4H members that came out to help and were able to collect 3 garbage bags of trash.  Plastic bottles were most of what was found along with 3 life jackets and 2 life preservers.  It is being planned to hold another clean up approximately the 3rd or 4th week in April.  Bill Curtis spoke of how the plants are growing well and thus we may be able to provide good habitat for perch to spawn.
E. Junior Board Representatives Status 

Bill Curtis discussed what projects we would possibly like the Junior Reps to get involved in.  The projects included monitoring the aerators, building an osprey nest, tree plantings, brush pile building, and website updates.  The reps are to think of the items that would interest them the most and let us know at the next meeting. 

F. Open Discussion by Public 

Mark Voight spoke of the walleye that were discussed of possibly being placed in the lake and how important he feels it would be to have them.  Al Handrich asked about how much support we get from the county.  John Abitz answered that he and Bill went to a meeting last year and the county had said they would support us.  Bill believes they helped to get the village to help some also.  John Abitz asked about having fishing closed for the winter.  We will discuss that option at the next meeting once we have contacted the DNR.

The next meeting was discussed by the public and board members to have the time change.  It will be held at 6:45PM and snacks and coffee will be offered.  John Abitz made a motion to accept the time change.
